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Entering into 2019, the Government of Japan has begun various concrete policy
implementations after the cabinet approvals, based on the IR Implementation Act that
has been established by the Government of Japan in July last year. Relevant prefectural
and municipal governments shall escalate the selection of partner IR operators around
the world, and shall begin the application process for the acquisition of Gaming
Licenses. By summer this year, an independent “Casino Regulatory Commission” will

be launched in the Cabinet Secretary of the Government of Japan.
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Through this prepared process, an actual IR facility is expected to appear by the
middle of 2020’ s. Along with this development, the grooming relevant human resources
for the emerging IR industry is a paramount importance in current Japan. A model of
Macau where such HR development efforts began in 2003 at the University of Macau
through its bachelor, master and doctor programs of Integrated Resort Management,

could be useful and worthwhile to be introduced in Japan.
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Macau IR operators began to expand its business into Asian markets, University of
Macau began to offer its IR education program to the relevant Asian markets, such of
the efforts came since 2013 in the form of Global Leadership Development Programme
(GLDP). Now the trend is extended to Japan, Macau IR operators declared their interests
in direct investments in IR industry of Japan, then University of Macau also decided

to extend the GLDP course into Japan market.
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The first of its kind in Japan was GLDP Module 5 held in Sasebo City in Nagasaki
Pref. for July 21723, 2018, participated by 60 Japanese and Macau executives.
University of Macau provided the courses in IR introduction, Casino history and
management, IR investment analysis, the IR business model competition. GLDP Module 6
was held in Macau for Nov. 30% ~ Dec. 4%, 2018, where 50 Japanese and Macau executives
participated. Additional lecture topics were Anti Money Laundering Measures, Gamble

Addiction and Responsible Gaming Policies, and Casino Economics.
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GLDP Module 7 is going to be held for July 4™ 7* in Tokyo. This will be first
time co-organized by university sector of Japan. Our partner is, in the field of
tourism industry education, best renowned Rikkyo University, which established the
College of Tourism first time ever in Japan’ s higher education history. It not only
boasts of the excellent bachelor degree program of tourism, but also equipped with
fruitful number of tourism and hospitality courses in its MBA Program, which is quite

rare in Japan’ s graduate education. The partnership of Rikkyo University with the



top level tourism education, and University of Macau with its world-known IR education,
would create a great synergy and realize a successful IR industry education in the

growing market in Asia.
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This GLDP Module 7 will be held in the Ikebukuro Campus of Rikkyo University and
the nearby hotel. The participation is limited to 60 pax to be joined by executives
from Japan and Macau (and other Asian markets). Participants will study and discuss
in a group setting, generating the spirit of collaboration and create the optimal IR

business model.
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Below are the features of the topics and lecturers:
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IR (Gaming and Non—gaming) Introduction: Professor Glenn McCartney, Ph.D in Surray

University, contributed Macau IR industry and the SAR Government on IR industry

development, also is the Honorary Consul at British Consulate General in Macau
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Applied Economics for Leisure Industries — Basis and Innovative Development of IR

I&II: Professor Ricardo Siu, Ph.D in Renmin Daxue, Economist, expert in institutional

economics, contributed Macau IR industry development from macro economics views.
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Casino Management, Casino Psychology, Gamble Addiction Measures: Professor Robin Chark.

Ph.D in HK University of Science & Technology, research field in Psychological and

biological analysis on gamble addiction.
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GLDP 7 Tokyo also features a new topical theme: IR Crisis Management with the case
of Japan, who boasts the top notch measures against crisis of natural disasters. This

course will be offered by Tokyo Disneyland with a site visit program.
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For the group discussion competition, participants would compete for the best
model of Responsible Gaming for Japan IR, by learning the RG theory and applying them

to the real situation of Japan.
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GLDP 7 Tokyo offers a variety of courses covering a comprehensive platform of IR,

hoping all the participating executives experience the IR education of Macau and Japan.

a strong working knowledge of casino operations and the interrelationship of the casino with other major departments (lodging, food,
beverage, entertainment, etc.). Casino Management is also designed to introduce students to the development of gaming, the internal and
external casino environment, marketing strategies, and the social, cultural and economic issues of gaming. A central focus will be on current
trends as well as the primary management and financial elements unique to operating a casino. In addition, the course will also cover such
topics as game protection/cheating and scams which would include advanced blackjack, basic strategy/card counting, internal theft, cheating at
blackjack, craps, and other table and non-table games. This course also focuses on the application of psychological knowledge to gambling
behaviors. Topics include motivations, decision-making strategies, cognitive heuristics and biases, group and social influences, and pathological
addictive gambling behaviors. This topics would lead to another topic of Responsible Gambling public policy taken by Macau SAR

Government.
